DOT Announces $566 in Grants to Modernize Airports

The U.S. Department of Transportation’s Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is awarding
$566 million via 296 grants in 47 states to modernize airports as part of the Bipartisan
Infrastructure Law Airport Infrastructure Grants (AIG) program, part of the $25 billion total
included in the law for airport and air traffic control infrastructure improvements. The AlIG
funds can be used for airport planning, development, sustainability, terminal expansions,
baggage system upgrades, runway safety enhancements and noise compatibility projects
at eligible airports.
